Desde su primera obra “Cofos”, inicia
una exitosa carrera con “El silencio del patinador” o “Las méscaras
del héroe” que suponen su consagracion como narrador, y obtiene
el Premio Ojo Critico de RNE. En 1997 su novela “La Tempestad” se
alza con el Premio Planeta. Publica después “Las esquinas del aire” y
“Desgarrados”, y cierra con “Trilogia del fracaso” esta coleccién de
semblanzas de escritores bohemios. Con “La vida invisible” obtiene
el premio Primavera de Novela y el Premio Nacional de Narrativa del
Ministerio de Cultura.

Su novela “EL Séptimo velo”(2007) ha recibido el Premio “Biblioteca
Breve” de la editorial Seix-Barral. Sus obras han sido traducidas a
mas de quince idiomas, siendo seleccionado por la revista “The New
Yorker” como uno de los cinco escritores europeos con un futuro mas
prometedor. En colaboracién con el dibujante Alfonso Azpiri publica en
2006 la novela vampirica “Pendltima sangre”. Colaborador habitual en
prensa, su labor periodistica ha merecido entre otros galardones los
Premios “César Gonzalez-Ruano” y “Mariano de Cavia”.

JUAN MANUEL DE PRADA
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Originally from Brooklyn - NY (born in 1947). Along his thirty-five year
career in the film and television industries, and his triple side of writer,
director and producer, he has completed a wide variety of productions,
among them we must emphasize his documentary films: "But...seriously”
(1994), “Sonny Liston; the mysterious life and death of a champion” (1995)
or “Clark Gable, tall, dark and handsome” (1996); and his TV series, like
“The art of film” (1976) or the successful “Hill death do us part” (2006),
for which he created, wrote and directed the pilot programme [its tittle
outside the US is “Love you to death”). We find his relation with the
fantastic genre in films like “Squim” (1976), that became a cult film of the
terror genre, and the sci-fi movie “Remote control” (1987), both written
and directed by him. In 2004 Lieberman returned to the horror genre
with “Satan’s little helper”, which participated in numerous festivals, like
the Tribecca Film Festival and the fantastic film festivals of Brussels,
Amsterdam, Berlin and Ravena. Lieberman is a member in good standing
of both the Director’s Guild and Writer’'s Guild of America, and has guest
lectured at the graduate level film departments of NYU, UCLA and the
School of Visual Arts. He has garnered numerous awards including the
Emmy, CableACE, three Cine Golden Eagles, Chicago Film Festival Golden
Hugo and Gold metals at the Atlanta Film Festival. His films were chosen
to play at the London and Edinburgh Film Festivals as well as numerous
Fantasy film festivals around the world.

Born in Baracaldo (Vizcaya, Spain) in 1970. After graduating in Law he
becomes completely dedicated to literature. As of his first work “Cofos”,
he started a successful career with “El silencio del patinador” or “Las
mascaras del héroe” which are his great achievement at that time as
a narrator and obtains the Premio Ojo Critico of RNE (Spanish National
Radio). In 1997 his novel “La Tempestad” won the Premio Planeta (the
most important private literary award in Spain). After that he publishes
“Las Esquinas Del Aire” and “Desgarrados” closing this trilogy with
“Trilogia del Fracaso”, a collection of descriptions of bohemian authors.
With “La Vida Invisible” he received the Premio Primavera de Novela
and the National Narration Award granted by the Ministry of Culture in
Spain.

His novel “El Séptimo velo” (2007), has received the “Biblioteca Breve”
award by the prestigious publishing company Seix-Barral. His wroks
have been translated into over 15 languages and he has been selected by
“The New Yorker” as one of the five most promising European writers. In
collaboration with draughstman Alfonso Azpiri, in 2006 he publishes the
vampire novel “Penultima Sangre”. He is a frequent collaborator in the
press, his work as a journalist has won him the “César Gonzalez-Ruano”
award and the “Mariano de Cavia” award.
